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Mabee Challenge Met

Thanks to the support of our new and longtime supporters, more than
$15.3 million has been raised to help renovate and expand Seton Medical
Center. The Seton Fund’s $15 million campaign was launched two years
ago as part of Seton Medical Center’s overall $51.8 million expansion and
renovation project.

Several generous donors provided gifts of $1 million or more, including
Elizabeth Galic and Ron Carroll, Ronya and George* Kozmetsky, The
Cain Foundation, the Seton Medical Center Auxiliary and the Seton
Development Board. The $1.5 million challenge grant from the Mabee
Foundation of Tulsa, Oklahoma, helped The Seton Fund leverage more
than $7.5 million to complete the campaign, including many gifts from
new donors.

When the project is complete next year, Seton Medical Center will have
a new, larger Emergency Room; a newly expanded Surgery Center with
additional surgery suites and a new waiting area; a new employee parking
garage; newly renovated and updated patient rooms; a new entrance off

38th Street; and refurbished waiting rooms. With the increased growth in
Central Texas, Seton Medical Center will be well equipped to meet the
community’s healthcare needs.

“The Seton Fund Board of Trustees and staff feel an overwhelming
sense of gratitude to the citizens of the greater Austin area for their partici-
pation in the $51.8 million expansion and renovation of Seton Medical
Center, now in progress,” said Lowell Lebermann, a member of The Seton
Fund Board of Trustees. “In both small amounts and large, friends came
forward in these troubled economic times to do their part to ensure the
quality health care we have grown to expect and rely on from Seton over
the last 100 years continues.”

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Two Foundations Invest $200,000 in Children's Health
for Highland Lakes Community

The Michael and Susan Dell Foundation and the
Highland Lakes Health Fund each granted $100,000
to The Seton Fund to purchase a new rural children’s
mobile health van to bring health care directly to unin-
sured and underinsured children in the Highland Lakes
area. The new “clinic on wheels” visits area schools in
Burnet and Llano counties, providing health care to
children during school hours. Many of these children
living in rural areas are from low-income families
and have been unable to access health care due to
lack of transportation and other barriers.

The Michael and Susan Dell Foundation gave a
challenge grant of $100,000 toward the purchase of
the van, and the Highland Lakes Health Fund stepped
up to the plate and matched the grant dollar for
dollar, enabling Seton Highland Lakes to purchase the
$200,000 van. Becky Fox, Director of Development
at Seton Highland Lakes, will continue to raise funds
to help underwrite operating support.

The pediatric health van serves school children and
their siblings from newborn to 18 years of age. Services
range from treatment of acute conditions, such as
injuries and infections, to comprehensive well-child
exams and physicals. Social services are also available to
provide patients with emergency assistance, crisis inter-

vention and case management. The van is staffed by a
medical director, nurse practitioner, bilingual registered
nurse and social worker.
